4.1 Connecting Power

To apply power, first check that the head pan and tilt locks are released.

This fixture can operate onany 100-240Vac; 50/60Hz AC mains power supply.

The maximum power consumption is670W.

The fixture must be grounded/ earthed and able to beisolated from AC power. The AC power
supply must incorporate a fuse or circuit breaker for fault protection.

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4.2 Connecting Data

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when operating with a DMX controller,
in order to ensure that the correct fixture responds to the correct control signal. Incorrect
settings will result in unpredictable responses from the lighting controller.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set different
addresses for each individual fixture.

Setting all fixtures to the same DMX address will caue all fixtures to react in the same way.
In this case, please note that changing the settings of one channel will affect all the fixtures
simultaneously.

channel number you have set, based on the quantity of DMX channels of each fixture. That
means changing the settings of e channel will only affect the selected fixture.

As the first
fixture uses all the first 34 DMX channels, the next available channel is35 (34+1=35 >> 35).
